This
message should be optimistic and cheerful. It
can express holiday-related messages, as well
as general encouragement.

The goal is to spread love and kindness at
Thanksgiving.

The card can be signed with a student’s or
adult’s first name and grade, with a closing
such as “Love, Kayla, a 9th Grade Student.”
The last name should not be included.

Please do not add embellishments such as
sequins, glitter, gemstones, etc.
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
